Child Labor Violation Prevention

Color-Coded Schedules and Badges

In New York State, employers are required to post schedules that show the hours minors start work, end work,
and have allotted for meals. The New York State Department of Labor encourages developing a process that
color-codes schedules and employee IDs or badges based on the type of working permit (working papers)
each minor employee holds.

This will help ensure that employers and management are aware of the age of workers and reminded of the
tasks they can and cannot perform under state and federal child labor law, thus ensuring the workers and
business are protected from violations.
